Communication with Agency Partner:  WSL will call ranger on duty to notify them if 911 is activated or if an incident occurs at the project. WRV Staff is responsible for communicating with emergency personnel or delegating that responsibility to WRV leadership team as needed.

	· Head North on Lodgepole drive to park entrance, turn right onto  County Road 25G for 1.6 miles.
· Turn left at stop sign into North County Road 23 and proceed 1.2 miles to the first cross street.

· Turn Right onto Bigham Hill Road and go 1.9 miles.

· At Stop sign turn right onto N Overland Trail Road for 2.8 miles.

· At Traffic Light, Turn Left onto West Mulberry Avenue and continue 3.7 miles.

· Turn Right (diagonal) onto Riverside drive 0.4 miles and make your next right at traffic light onto South Lemay Avenue.

· After 0.5 miles, Hospital is on your LEFT. Enter at Robertson Street.

Incident Management
The following steps will be taken by WRV Team Members in the event that a medical emergency occurs as outlined in the “Incident Management on WRV Projects 2022” form:  

If a life or limb-threatening emergency, initiate 911

Provide patient care: To be completed by the WSL or Backcountry First Aid / Wilderness First Responder (WFR) volunteer. Complete SOAP (Subjective, Objective, Assessment, Plan) notes and provide support to your WFR, always working within your scope of training.
· Once you start patient care, you can only stop when a higher level of training arrives, you have definitive medical care or you are in danger/exhausted. Once ABCDE (Airway, Breathing, Circulation, Disability, Exposure) and Patient Assessment is complete, you can pass off treatment to your WFR if needed. 

· Protect Patient Dignity - do not use names on radio, disperse onlookers, do not talk to press

· Evacuation/EMS needed? Initiate this process and communicate with Emergency Medical Services (EMS) or plan self-evacuation. You may need to work with a leader or pass off care to your WFR to coordinate evacuation. Review verbal SOAP, directions/location and needs list before contacting EMS or Search and Rescue. Make a plan for follow-up communication if sending a “runner” to contact EMS.
Manage Crew and Project: Utilize leadership team/agency personnel to run project or cancel if needed. Manage crews, tools, reassess risk factors, time of day. Communicate with WFR, patient, all leaders and crew present to debrief and inform next steps to continue or cancel project. Coordinate with Agency Personnel if needed. Develop “needs list” if contacting WRV support staff for help before calling.
Contact WRV Emergency Contact Staff for support:  Do Not Stop calling until you reach someone. Outline your needs and how they can reach you BEFORE YOU HANG UP.

· Emergency contact will follow guidelines in the WRV Crisis Communication Policy, including: find backup WRV staff for your project; provide WRV staff/volunteers with physical or emotional resources needed; communicate with Press, Agency personnel and family members; complete WRV Admin/HR forms
Debrief and Inform: Debrief the incident with all witnesses, leadership team, WRV staff present and your direct supervisor as soon as possible to ensure memories are fresh and communications are not delayed to pertinent parties. Complete all incident reports, witness accounts/SOAP forms and file with admin staff. WRV Admin team can help with these tasks and support you.
· Inform and file Physical Incident Forms with Kevin/Annemarie and Behavioral Incident Forms with Kelly/Rachel.

· Check with Kelly for any medical treatment forms needed.

· Debrief incidents at next All staff meeting, led by staff contacts above.
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
